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Cosmopolitanism: Ethics in a World of Strangers

Kwame Anthony Appiah's Cosmopolitanism: Ethics in a World of Strangers is a
welcome attempt to resurrect an older tradition of moral and political reflection and to
show its relevance to our current condition. Appiah, a professor of philosophy at
Princeton, seeks to revive cosmopolitanism, a view of humans as citizens of the
world that was advanced by the Cynics in Greece in the fourth century BCE and
elaborated by Stoic philosophers in Roman times. In Appiah's view cosmopolitanism
has two intertwined strands: the idea that we have obligations to other human beings
above and beyond those to whom we are related by ties of family, kinship or formal
citizenship; and an attitude that values others not just as specimens of universal
humanity but as having lives whose meaning is bound up with particular practices
and beliefs that are often different from our own. Appiah sees this cosmopolitan
perspective re-emerging in the Enlightenment and expressed in the 1789
Declaration of the Rights of Man and Kant's idea of a League of Nations.

His book is no polemic, blazing a course for global reform. Nor does it have the breathless air of
discovery that energizes Tom Friedman's flat-worldliness. Written in a conversational style uncommon
among academic philosophers, this short work employs the essayist's arts to engage nonspecialist
readers in a compelling idea: that citizens of the world -- rather than of religions, tribes, corporations, or
nations -- may have a new role in our globalizing future.

Corruption Rife in International Business, Says New Survey

LONDON

Corruption is widespread and continues to taint business dealings around the world, according to a survey released
last week.

About one in ten firms surveyed said that paying bribes could account for half the cost of a project, according to a
report from the U.K. Guardian, which noted that the oil, mining, and gas industries appeared to be the most
vulnerable to bribery, partly because of the huge investments tied up in such projects and also because decisions are
often made by low-paid government officials.

Press reports say federal probe continues to widen

A sprawling investigation into accounting practices apparently resulted in the resignations of the leaders of two
technology companies (McAfee, Inc and CNET Networks), according to press reports. None of the executives has
been formally charged with any wrongdoing.

According to reports from USA Today and BusinessWeek, those companies intended to restate some of their
financial results after being snared in a stock-option probe that has touched about 120 companies.

The investigations center mostly on the backdating of stock options. But investigators are alleging that some
companies have backdated the granting of options to times when prices were even lower. That action, in and of
itself, is not illegal, but hiding the details of the arrangements and the income is.
